Applicants must submit the following documents:

2. Three letters of recommendation: two letters from a staff member-teacher, 

ACs, Aps, and one letter from a community service supervisor (non-school 

staff member nor relative). 

3. A copy of the applicant’s unofficial high school transcript. 

 

Application Deadline: The application is due by Friday, March 6, 2026 

 

Selection of winners will be made by the Gilroy Foundation Scholarship Selection 

Committee.  The winning students will be notified by the Gilroy Foundation in 

May.  The scholarship must be redeemed by December 11, 2026, or be forfeited.
